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Parama Ekadashi is one of the most sacred and spiritually 
rewarding Ekadashi fasts in Hinduism. Dedicated to Lord 
Vishnu, this auspicious day falls during the Adhik Maas (extra 
lunar month), making it even more significant for devotees 
seeking divine blessings, prosperity, and liberation (moksha). 
Observing the Parama Ekadashi Vrat with devotion is believed 
to cleanse sins, bring inner peace, and help devotees progress 
on the path of spirituality.

Parama Ekadashi 2026 Date

In 2026, Parama Ekadashi will be observed on Thursday, June 
11, 2026. It falls on the Krishna Paksha (waning phase of the 
moon) Ekadashi during the sacred Adhik Maas.

Auspicious Timings (Muhurat)

• Ekadashi Tithi Begins: June 10, 2026, at 12:57 AM

• Ekadashi Tithi Ends: June 11, 2026, at 10:36 PM

• Parana (Breaking the Fast): June 12, 2026, from 5:23 AM 
to 8:10 AM
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Devotees should perform the fast and worship during the 
Ekadashi tithi and break the fast during the prescribed Parana 
time on Dwadashi.

Significance of Parama Ekadashi

The word “Parama” means “supreme” or “highest.” As its 
name suggests, Parama Ekadashi is regarded as one of the 
most powerful Ekadashi observances. Scriptures mention that 
observing this vrat with sincerity grants immense spiritual 
merit, removes negative karma, and attracts the blessings of 
Lord Vishnu.

This Ekadashi is especially important because it occurs 
during Adhik Maas, a month considered highly auspicious for 
spiritual practices, charity, prayer, and self-reflection. 
Devotees believe that fasting on Parama Ekadashi helps attain 
prosperity, happiness, and ultimately liberation from the cycle 
of birth and death.

Parama Ekadashi Puja Vidhi (Worship Procedure)

Follow these steps to perform Parama Ekadashi Puja:

1. Early Morning Bath

Wake up during Brahma Muhurta and take a holy bath to 
purify the body and mind.

2. Take the Vrat Sankalp

Make a sincere vow to observe the Parama Ekadashi fast and 
dedicate the day to Lord Vishnu.
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3. Worship Lord Vishnu

Place an idol or image of Lord Vishnu and Goddess Lakshmi on 

a clean altar. Offer:

• Tulsi leaves

• Yellow flowers

• Incense sticks

• Ghee lamp

• Fruits and sweets

4. Chant Vishnu Mantras

Recite Vishnu Sahasranama, Bhagavad Gita, or chant:

“Om Namo Bhagavate Vasudevaya”

throughout the day.

5. Observe the Fast

Many devotees keep a Nirjala (waterless) fast, while others 

consume fruits and milk according to their health and 

tradition.

6. Night Vigil

Engaging in bhajans, kirtans, and devotional activities during 

the night is considered highly beneficial.

• Offer charity to the needy.
